Persons who have not registered by 10 June next will have their names removed from the final programme. With this, we hope to avoid major gaps in the actual conference sessions.

On beha1f of the ESPMH Board, I wou1d a1so like to invite you to attend the General Assemb1y of our Society, which wi1l take place in Zagreb on Friday 20 August 2010 (16.30-17.30 hrs). Enclosed please find the draft agenda of this meeting. 

ESPMH Election

In an earlier letter (dated 11 December 2009) we invited you to nominate candidates for four positions in the Board of the ESPMH. As the Zagreb conference will be the last conference with Søren Holm as President of the ESPMH, our current President-Elect, Tuija Takala, will automatically become the new President of the ESPMH. Hence, we will have to elect a new President-Elect in Zagreb. Furthermore, the three-year term of office of three board members will end by the end of 2010 (Renzo Pegoraro, Margaret Battin & Vilhjalmur Arnason), which means that these three positions will also be open for election in Zagreb. 

Subsequent to the invitation to propose candidates for these four positions, we have received a nomination for the position of President-Elect: Roberto Andorno. In addition, we have received two nominations for the position of regular board member: Kris Dierickx and Niall Scott. Finally, Margaret Battin and Renzo Pegoraro have indicated that they are willing to serve another term. 
Thus, the Board’s election proposal is as follows:
President-Elect of the ESPMH: Roberto Andorno
For the three positions of member in the board there will be three ballots with the names of all four candidates on each of them.
Regular member 1: Margaret Battin, Kris Dierickx, Niall Scott & Renzo Pegoraro
Regular member 2: Margaret Battin, Kris Dierickx, Niall Scott & Renzo Pegoraro
Regular member 3: Margaret Battin, Kris Dierickx, Niall Scott & Renzo Pegoraro
If the winner of the election for member I also receives most votes in the election for the post of member 2, position 2 will then go to the candidate with the second most votes. If one of the winners (or both winners) of the elections for the first two positions has most votes for position 3, this position will go to the person with the second (or third most) votes.
ESPMH members attending the GA can vote in person. Members who are unable to attend the meeting but still prefer to vote, should contact the ESPMH Secretariat (by email, telephone, fax or normal mail) to request postal ballots asap. These ballots should be returned to the secretariat before 1 August or handed in (via an attending colleague) to the Secretary at the Zagreb conference before the meeting of the General Assembly has been opened.
